1. Minutes OK.
2. Matters Arising: 
3. Allotments – RB to contact Graham Hart regarding the continued effort to find a site. Pear Tree Place is not now available. The Parish Council paid for the valuation of this land, which should be agricultural not pasture. John Davey will be asked by John Matthissen if he knows the Dewberrys and ask about a piece of their land. This will be brought up again at the Parish Council meeting on 5th July.
4. Village Hall – Finborough School are talking to MSDC regarding their plans for a sports hall and Auditorium and if community use is offered, this may mitigate the listed building considerations. Pettiward Hall still needs updating regardless. There are still more appraisals to input onto survey monkey, Richard, John, Lesley volunteered and Sue will continue. Hope to have all done within a month. Information from this will guide what happens next. RB to contact John Marsh and Quantity surveyor to let them know them the situation.
5. Youth Engagement – Volunteer numbers are seriously down, only 3 names on the rota. The money for the youth shelter has been received – it would be most helpful if the land for this could be transferred quickly so that planning permission is not needed. If developer puts up the shelter PP is required as MSDC technically still own the land. 
6. Car Park/play area – We no longer have a caretaker due to various complications. It is unfortunate that this plan did not work out, however we have a voluntary litter picker in the village, who does not want any recognition, and Mark will be locking and unlocking the play area and maintaining this and the car park. We will need someone to clean the hall so an advert will be drafted. Each user group is to take responsibility for minor repairs in the areas that they use, and reasonable costs/expenses for this will be reimbursed when a receipt is received. The situation will be referred to the parish clerk.
7. The donated Cooker for the hall needs to be collected and delivered, a new kettle has been bought, and decorating still needs to be done. RB to check with Giles (parish Clerk) regarding what the insurance claim covers. Lesley knows of 2 electricians who may be able to fit the cooker, and enquiries will be made to find a decorator.
8. Structure of the Community Council. Some plans have come to fruition and there seems to be a lull in enthusiasm at the moment. When the appraisal results are known perhaps this will rejuvenate the group since there should be a clear direction established for the CC. A chairperson is needed, and all groups who use the hall should be represented on the CC.

9. Conservation area – Rodney has been working hard on this project and the Green Light Trust and Suffolk Wildlife Trust have both given information regarding community management projects. We are keen to involve the primary school too. Rodney will follow up and write a piece for the newsletter by 15 August. A project launch could start in September.

There are gaps in the hedge around the car park, which need filling in and also the mix and size of planting was not as agreed on the plans. The developer is obliged to rectify this.
